1.0      MINUTES:

           The minutes of the 19 August 2013 meeting were agreed and signed.

2.0      MATTERS ARISING

2508B
Parking around the village green and other areas – Parking reviews are actioned once a year by the SCC highways team, usually in September. Mr Morgan has accordingly requested SCC to undertake a parking review around the Woolpack, village green and school. This would be raised at the Local (Waverley) Committee. Awaiting outcome.
2551
Beacon View Road – Tree works at Beacon View Road have been completed.
2554
Thursley NNR Advisory Group Meeting – The Parish Council have written to Mr Giles to press for more effective fire breaks in line with fire service advice. Mr Giles has responded that he would review the situation and advise again in due course. Ongoing, as yet no response.
2614
SCC Highways Service Localism Initiative - Thursley Parish Council has issued an application for the collaborative funding with other Parish Councils. This has now been agreed with SCC and Thursley Parish Council will co-ordinate the proposed works in due course. It was suggested the footpath surface over Bonfire Hill is the most obvious candidate for our share of the work. It has been identified and is a village priority. Awaiting an outcome from Thursley Parish Council in due course on the works that will be undertaken.

The phone box in Milford Road has now been repainted by BT. 

2622
Burford Lodge Recreation Ground Play Area – The new boulders for the play area have been ordered and are due for delivery week commencing 7th October.
            Mrs Thomas and Mr Murphy would agree the location on site.
2623
Springfield Parking - Mr Murphy gave an update on the recent working group discussions. A number of options have been considered for the surgery and the surrounding areas. Mr Murphy has written to Mr North (SCC) so that the matter could be considered by the Local (Waverley) Committee. It was suggested by Cllr Harmer that a representative of the Parish Council should attend the relevant meeting of the Local (Waverley) Committee to speak on the item and hopefully get it through the first round of debate.
2624
MOD meeting which was held on the 22 May 2013 - The meeting raised the 
issues on car parking and cyclists. A map showing suggested permissive cycle

routes was presented for consideration. The matter is still ongoing.
2625
Jubilee Playground – The safety surface to the centre area has been ordered. The train will not be fully refurbished, but will be cleaned up to make it look more presentable.
2633
The overhanging branches on Milford Road adjacent to Elstead Lodge need 
cutting back. SCC should be approached and asked to take the necessary 
action.
2639
Local Committee (Waverley) - As part of the next Waverley parking review, 
which 
is being presented to the committee in December, it will be assessing 
all parking requests for the Elstead area. During this review, in the 
autumn, 
the parking team will arrange a meeting with the Parish Council and any other 
representatives that wish to attend in order to discuss what can and can’t be 
done in terms of new parking 
restrictions and arrangements. Outstanding.

2643
Highway maintenance areas - Cllr Harmer updated the Council on the 
previously raised issue of those areas of highway within the Parish that were 
felt to be a priority in relation to flooding. It was agreed that the following 
areas needed attention (in order of priority):
 

· B3001 below Charles Hill (near the Seale Road turn-off)

· B3001 opposite the green (outside River House). This is both a traffic hazard and a serious nuisance to any pedestrian unfortunate enough to be saturated by spray from passing vehicles

Cllr Harmer advised that the items raised would be reviewed and consideration given to those areas.
2648    Ragwort at the Burford Lodge extension land - This has been attended to by the handyman.
2649
Football floodlights at Burford Lodge need realigning, which has been pointed 
out to the Football management who have agreed to review it. Outstanding.
2651
The Croft – Play Area – Further  to the agreement in principle of the Parish 
Council to take over the play area from the Residents Association, Bewley 
Homes have agreed ownership of the play area will be transferred to the 
Parish Council, together with the maintenance responsibilities. Bewley Homes 
would prepare all the legal documents for this purpose and will pay the 
Parish Council’s reasonable legal costs in dealing with the transfer. The Clerk 
would approach the Councils Solicitors and explain the situation and 
subject to any legal caveats they would seek to impose or recommend, subject 
to the developers agreeing to cover the Council’s full legal costs incurred in 
the transaction, the matter could be progressed. The Council’s solicitors have 
already made contact with Bewley’s solicitors.
2658
BT Infrastructure Service Box for Broadband - Mr Morgan reported

previously that he has had several complaints about the green large BT box

at the junction of Hookley Lane and Milford Road, with concerns regarding

the sight lines for traffic. Cllr Harmer explained that the location of the

box is limited by needing electricity and Mr Davidsen advised that the

box has an internal fan which makes a noise, so it is not automatically

best placed against fences and close to people’s houses.  It was agreed that the

Clerk would write to BT to find out if there was any possibility of it being

moved

away from the junction. Outstanding.
2659
Non-Partisan Petition Group, Farnham Town - The Parish Council was invited to send along a representative to a presentation by Farnham Town Council on 24 September 2013. It was noted however that the Parish Council did not feel it wanted to get involved, as it could not see a benefit for Parishes arising from a separation of Farnham from the rest of Waverley. Mr Morgan would attend as an observer only. However, Mr Morgan expressed his views prior to the meeting to its Chairman and following this his invitation to attend the seminar was withdrawn.
2660
Surrey Parking; additional areas in the village - The Parish Council was asked by SCC if there are additional parking problem areas beyond Springfield, the Green and outside the school. It was suggested that the survey should extend to the school survey area to include the Thursley Road up to the Post Office. This was agreed.
2661
Land off Westhill and Hill Crest - The Parish Council has been asked to meet the planning consultant involved in this potential development. The policy as laid down is now to encourage such consultations. It was however noted that should this be agreed, Members want the meeting advertised and open to the public. The consultant would be advised that members could not express views in favour or against the proposal; all they could do was raise key issues and seek comments. It was agreed that a separate meeting would be held from the regular monthly meeting. It was suggested a meeting be held in October, however, this will be down to the consultant to advise in due course. It was envisaged that a large number of residents would be attending; the venue would need to be considered in due course.
2663
Woolford Lane Cemetery Superintendent - The Clerk reported that the existing superintendent was currently off sick and it was unclear if he would continue. The handyman agreed to take this over in the meantime.

2664
Superfast Surrey Broadband Programme – Further to the Surrey County Council’s contract with BT to roll-out Superfast Broadband infrastructure into those areas of Surrey that are not benefiting from the commercial roll-out plans of BT, Virgin Media and others, some premises and wards will be connected to the fibre network in the next few months. The engagement manager Katie Brennan is keen to find out about opportunities in our community to engage with both the Parish Council and the local community. A request has been received to give a 10 or 15 minute presentation, which was agreed and the Clerk will contact Katie Brennan and suggest she attends the October meeting. 

2668
It was reported that vandalism has occurred at the cemetery with graves being vandalised. This has been reported to the Police. It was also noted that that litter and undesirable debris is being left. The turning circle area is very overgrown, providing a secluded setting. This has now been cleared and will be reviewed on a regular basis by the handyman.

2669
The B3001 Farnham Road by Crooksbury Road has now been repaired. 
2670
It was reported that the Elstead Double Bridges were still not repaired and 
should be reviewed by SCC.
4.0
PBW 68 & 69

2672
Following the report as discussed previously under 2652, Mr Murphy reported that James Browne, Countryside Access Officer, has obtained a quotation for both bridleways based on the specification as issued for the works. A decision is now awaited from SCC to see if they use available PIC funds for the scheme or half the monies could be sought from the Localism Fund for bridleways. After a general debate it was agreed to suggest BW68 should be undertaken first, this was also agreed by the Ramblers Association. The Parish Council has already agreed contribute half of the costs towards the PBW68 works.

ALLOTMENT ASSOCIATION VIEW OF SHEDS

A request has been received that where a plot is split between two people,

could they each have a shed on the same plot? Following a review, the Parish

Council agreed to this request providing they followed the same shed design.

Following a general discussion of the Federal Mogul site and what could 
happen on the site in terms of development, it was suggested that the Parish 
Council should seek a meeting with Waverley planners to discuss the various 
options. It was felt that the matter should not be allowed to drift on,

particularly as the draft core strategy is under review. Members agreed to

discuss the matter in more detail at the next meeting and also agreed to seek a

meeting with the planners in due course.

WAVERLEY JOINT ACTION GROUP (JAG) SPRINGFIELD

Mr Murphy attended the meeting with regard to the parking problems and other associated issues within Springfield under the new Waverley Joint Action Group (JAG); a multi-agency group operating under the statutory Safer Waverley Partnership (SWP). However, it was disappointing that SCC and Springfield Surgery did not attend. A further meeting was being held again on Wednesday 18 September 2013. It was noted that WBC are taking action on anti social behaviour issues. With regard to parking, WBC advised that this was not a matter for them and it was hoped that the Surgery would be more involved and comment and review the issues involved.
