1.0      MINUTES:

           The minutes of the 21 May 2012 meeting were agreed and signed.

2.0      MATTERS ARISING

2143
Illegal dumping on Federal Mogul site – Whilst the problem is still ongoing it was noticed that some dumping had been removed and that this would help to reduce the flooding. A bund has been built, but it was felt that this should be landscaped. Clearly the matter is still far from settled and SCC is still pursuing the matter. Mr Davidsen agreed to continue to monitor developments at the site.
2209
The drainage ditch behind Hazelwood, which has an effect onto Milford Road
- Mr Murphy had met Mr Ian Fowler the SCC Highways Officer to review this. Additional matters are of flooding in Redhouse Lane and outside the Chinese Restaurant. Mr Fowler advised that the problems would be dealt with in due course, but the difficulty lay in getting access to the jetting machine to clear the blocked drains. The Parish Council’s handyman had cleared the area of ditch at the back of Hazlewood leading onto Burford Lodge. It was now necessary for WBC to clear their part of the ditch, WBC is to be asked again to undertake the clearance of its section of the ditch. 

2354
BW 69 & 504 - Both of these bridleways (which cross Elstead Common 


southwards towards the moat) have been impeded for several years due to 
flooding. It has now been confirmed that the remedial works required to 
BW69 have now been progressed by SCC Rights of Way. With regard to 
BW504 works have now started, but with little effect at this time and

additional works are still required. However, the extra works will need to be

passed again by Natural England. Mr Murphy spoke to the MOD and they 
confirmed they will be undertaking drainage improvements when the weather 
had improved.

2358
It was reported that the pedestrian crossing at Milford Road had commenced, with anticipated completion very soon. A road closure
was required so that the anti skid surface could be applied. It was hoped
that this would be completed by the end of May and within one day, subject to weather.

2388
Mr Davidsen requested the CV’s outstanding by the next meeting for the 
website. 


2391
Affordable rural housing needs survey - The Parish Council agreed the survey should be undertaken via a mail drop. Clerk to progress the matter.

2406
Burford Lodge Recreation Ground Sharks Football Club - Various works needed to be undertaken on the grounds to benefit its usage: removal of the oak tree stump and to reinstate the grounds following the usage of the allotment users not walking around the grounds, but across it.  Members agreed that the Sharks could use the ground and that the necessary ground works would be carried out by the Parish Council. It was noted that parking could be an issue and this would need to be monitored. 

2408    Parking issues around the village green and other areas - Parking around the village green and outside the school: yellow lines were discussed at the various junctions around the village green and close to the school. Mr Murphy would raise the issue with Cllr Harmer to see what could be achieved
2409
Location of dog notices - The notice at Burford Lodge recreation ground has been relocated as agreed. A complaint has been received that a dog owner allowed their dog to use the recreation ground. Mr Jones and Mr Holroyd would speak to the dog owner.

It was raised that the war memorial needed repairs and maintenance. Mr Jones was aware of a number of stones that needed attention and quotations would be obtained. He agreed to discuss requirements with Mrs Cheeseman.

DZ CAR PARK UPDATE

2422
Mr Murphy reported on the current proposals that a revised car park be 
available for 20 cars. He had told MoD that this would be too small, and they 
had accordingly increased the proposed size to 26 spaces. 30 would be 
preferred, but we would have to be bound by the MoD's financial constraints. 
The Pitch Place parking area is also to be enlarged and improved.



Cyclists use the made-up permissive paths, but the MoD line is that under the

bylaws this is not permitted. They are prepared unofficially to sanction such

use where it does not interfere with military training. However, if this became

a problem the wardens have been instructed to ask the cyclists to take an

alternative route.
